	He means that the path he chose in his life was a way that most other people did not choose. He chose to be different. This has made his life different from other people's lives.
He says that in the future ('ages and ages hence')

he will tell people about this with a sigh  -  אנחה
This says he probably feels a bit sad about it. 
Perhaps he feels sad that he was different from all the other people.

I used the thinking skill of INFERRING.

The poet does not say why he sighed because he took a different way. I needed to infer that it was because he was a bit sad that he was different.

It could be that he was sad he did not travel on the other interesting roads in life too, but I think it is more logical that he was a bit sad because he chose to be different from most other people. It is what he wanted to be, but you also lose something when you do this.
Every time that you choose – you lose.  You lose whatever you did not choose.
